























How to Series...Fix a Perch by Lin Westgard

Sometimes | look at a crack in a perch and
worry that my parrots may get a toenail
caught. These happen a lot with tanzanite
perches, but can happen as well with con-
crete or other type perches as well. |
have seen too many toe and foot injuries
due to toenail entrapment and the really
horrific part is when a parrot will chew off
his own toe to escape this entrapment, so |
vowed to always inspect my perches care-
fully from that point on. The fix was very
easy and it eliminated having to throw
them away. The picture here is a crack
that | had previously glued, but didn’t have
time to apply my multiple layers, so I'm
ready now to re-do it correctly.

There are a couple of ways to fix a crack.
One quick way is to stuff a piece of cotton
rope or hemp “rope” inside the crack and
push it down with a butter knife to fill the
crack. But this is a temporary fix until you
can get the perch out for a couple of hours.
They often find the challenge of removing
the twine fun and exciting.

To permanently fix this problem, | remove
the perch and clean it while it's out. |then
lay it so that the crack facing up. | take
Elmer’s children's glue and fill the crack. It
will often recede, while it settles into the
crack since many cracks are deeper than
we think. Then | go look at it again in an
hour or so and apply another layer if
needed. The final layer will recede just a
hair, so the temptation to the parrot to re-
move this is not there, but it’s filled in
enough to prevent a toenail getting stuck.
This level is ideal.

Wait until the glue is clear and dried and
then sand off any bubbles or anything they
can “pick” at. Once this is done, the perch
is able to remount into the cage.

Caution:

Some common houseplants that are toxic: Poinsettia, Dieffenbachia, Morning Glory, Philodendron (leaves and
stem), most lvy, Calla Lily, Holly (berries), and Potato (eyes and new shoots)
